Welcome song 
 
K: Welcome to our fun learning radio broadcast with Kiki and Mr. Suits! This program was 
created in collaboration with Azyzah Educational and Interactive Theatre. 
 
S: Nice to meet you friends! 
 
K: Our question today is from Petr, who is 11 years old from České Budějovice, Czech 
Republic. 
 
S: Hi, Kiki and Mr. Suits, could you tell us about scary stuff? 
 
K: Yes! Ready to learn about scary stuff?

Theme 
 
S: Boo! 
 
K: Whoa, Mr. Suits, you scared me!

About ghosts or old haunted 
places.

K: Me neither! And what about zombies… Are you afraid a zombie will eat your brain, Mr. 
Suits? 
 
S: Not funny, Kiki! - But I am scared of things that go bump in the night. Once I was alone 
and I heard a noise. I thought it was a ghost. And then I turned on the light and it was… 
Meow. My cat. 
 
K: Wow. Totally scary. I’m glad it was just the cat! - Once I was sleeping and I had a dream 
that the swamp monster was touching my feet with his wet hands.

S: Wow, Kiki! Totally scary!
